	Throughout the year, there is a wide range of clubs on offer to children that are before school, during lunch times and after school.

Participation rates of girls attending clubs has increased, due to the success of these clubs and the continuation of the Girls Football club which runs at lunch time courtesy of Fleetwood Town FC. Ian Cameron has changed the clubs being offered each term. As a result a greater variety of pupils are attending. Health Week encouraged children to try a variety of clubs and create links between the school and the local community. 
	Class tracking system shows the increase in participation rates in clubs attended by girls. 
Introduction of clubs such as Tennis led by community based Thornton Tennis Club has led to stronger pathways between the school and local groups.


	 Ensure the new curriculum is implemented and supported in school. With teachers given adequate training. 
Increase the participation rate of pupils in motivational Monday around SATS time to kick start a physically and mentally healthy lifestyle.

	. Health Week ensured that children were given lots of opportunities to try different clubs and think about how their lifestyle affects their health.

A pupil led sports committee has been set up giving the children more autonomy over physical education in school. Committee is made up of girls and boys from Year 5 and Year 6 and meet once a week. They are responsible for think tanking, improving club participation, improving KFMS in KS1 and blogging
Resources for PE were purchased based on ‘wish lists’ that welfare staff and teachers created.


	Participation rates have increased across school and children are now more aware of how they can look after themselves and keep themselves healthy.
New resources have enabled teachers to improve their teaching and learning. Resources for extra-curricular clubs such as new footballs and new goal posts have encouraged more children to participate.
	 School Sports Committee to give the school blogging site a more professional appearance and to provide a databank of skills and games for Playground Pal Leaders.

	The school blogging committee is up and running. Mr Jurczak has taken this over and now runs on a more frequent basis every week. 
Monitor roles are given to children in Y6, such as PE cupboard mointors.

Questionnaires regarding the children’s experiences and interests were given out during Health Week and this information is used to contribute to decisions about new clubs and competitions.

PALs introduced, however children in the upper Key Stages lose interest quickly. This needs to continue throughout the year.
	The School Sports Blogging committee now runs on a weekly basis.
Children have enjoyed assemblies and discussions regarding how they would like to see PE at Baines in the future.

Lesson leader idea needs to be reintroduced to staff as many have forgotten about this.

Training for Playground PALs to continue with Fleetwood Town delivering a 4 week training block.
Create a playground leaders scheme. Pupils from Year 5 and Year 6 will become playground leaders in the KS1 playground. They will provide help to the welfare staff at lunch time as well as take responsibility for improving a particular KFMS amongst KS1 children. They will have a specific uniform and a reward scheme needs to be in place to encourage them to fulfil this role and to take ownership of progression of a KFMS.
	Sports Committee to create a databank of games and drill for Playground Pals to use in order for them to keep focused and encourage greater participation from KS1 pupils.
Lesson Leader idea to be put to staff and implemented within classes.
