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Uniform and Appearance  Policy

Introduction

It is Baines Endowed school policy that all children of compulsory school age wear a school uniform when attending school or when they are particiapting in an event organised by school outside normal school hours, unless otherwise stated. We have the highest expectations of our children with regards to school uniform and appearance and strongly believe that high standards promote positive behaviour, support effective teaching and learning and contribute to the ethos of our school.
Aims and Objectives

Our policy on school uniform is based on the notion that school uniform :-

· Promotes a sense of pride in the school

· Engenders a sense of community and belonging towards our school

· Identifies the children within our school

· Prevents children from coming to school in fashion clothes that could be distracting in class

· Makes children feel equal to their peers in terms of appearance

· Is regarded as suitable wear for school and good value for money

School Uniform

Our school uniform can be purchased directly from the School Office and incorporates the Baines Endowed Primary logo.We regularly review our school uniform supplier to ensure value for money. However, uniform can be bought from most clothing stores.
We also have a ‘Preloved Uniform Shop’. Please take a leaflet from our school foyer for more details.
Our uniform is as follows :-

· Grey trousers or shorts to the knee

· Grey skirt or pinafore

· Sky blue polo shirt with or without school logo tucked into skirts or trousers
· Burgundy sweatshirt or cardigan

· Pink and white checked summer dress

· Grey, black or white socks

· Grey tights

· Black shoes – Winter – No boots
· Sensible black, white or pink shoes or sandals – Summer Term
PE Kit

· Sky blue t-shirt with or without logo

· Burgundy shorts
· Burgandy joggers
· Black pumps – velcro or elastic
· Socks 

· PE bag with or without school logo

Stocks of school polo shirts, PE t-shirts, shorts, sweatshirts, cardigans, joggers, sun caps, PE bags and book bags are all held in school.

Footwear

It is the aim at Baines Endowed that our children grow into healthy adults. Therefore, we do not allow our children to wear shoes that have a platform sole or heels that are more than half an inch in height because we believe these are dangerous.

We also do not allow trainers to school, unless they are in their school PE kit, because we feel that this footwear is appropriate for sport and leisure, but is not in keeping with the smart appearance of our school uniform. Black pumps must be worn for any PE that takes place indoors for safety reasons.
Boots are not allowed to be worn in school. Children may arrive in wellingtons or boots during periods of inclement weather, but these must be changed into school shoes once inside the classroom.

Jewellery

The children may only wear one pair of plain gold, silver or coloured glass stud earrings in pierced ears due to Health and Safety reasons. These must be removed or covered for PE and the children must be able to do this themselves. If your child is unable to remove their earrings or cover them themselves, please remove the earrings on the morning of their PE day.
A watch may be worn by those children who are able to tell the time. Fitbits will be allowed to be worn if they are not a distraction to the child.
No bracelets or necklaces must be worn unless for medical reasons.

Inappropriate Hairstyles

The school does not allow children to have inappropriate hairstyles or haircuts, such as a shaved head or partly shaved head. School would prefer it if children had haircuts no less than a number 3. No tramlines, patterns or sculpting are allowed. This includes dyed or coloured hair.

Shoulder length or longer hair must be tied up in a plain bobble which will not be a distraction to others.

Jojo bows, bobbles and headbands with any kind of adornment, will not be permitted.

Make up and nail polish
Make up and nail varnish must not be worn in school. Children will be asked to take this off that evening and not return to school with it on. If this is not the case the following day, staff will inform parents.
Modifications to the School Uniform

If any parent needs to modify the school uniform for any reason, they should make their representation, in the first instance, to the Headteacher.

As per our Equality, Diversity and Inclusion policy, Baines Endowed VC School welcomes children form all backgrounds and faith communities.

If parents are unable to comply with the School Uniform Policy for any reason, then a note should be sent to the class teacher explaining why this is the case and when it is anticipated that the child will be back in full school uniform.

Non-compliance with the School Uniform and Appearance Policy

Parents of children who do not wear the correct uniform will be contacted and requested to bring in a change of clothes for their child, unless school have been informed of the reason beforehand.

Policy Review

This policy will be reviewed on a yearly basis.
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
